(dy “mincral concession™ means a reconnaissance permil. a non-exclusive reconnaissance  permit
prospecting licence. a prospecting licence-cum-mining lease. or a mining leasc. as applicable:

(il ~value of estimated resources”™ means an amount equal o the product of.-

(i} the average price per metric tonne of such mineral as published by Indian Burcau of Mines for the
relevant State for a period of twelve months immediately preceding the month of computation ot the
value of estimated resources.
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2) The words and expressions used herein but not defined herein shall have the same meaning as assigned w
them i the Act or the rules made thereunder.

Applicability..—These rules shall apply to all minerals. exeept (1) minor minerals defined under clause (e of
Section 3z and (i) minerals listed in Part A and Part I3 of the Iirst Schedule to the Act.

Saving of Act 33 of 1962..—Nothing in these rules shall affect the provisions of the Atomic Energy Act 1967
{33 of 1962) and the rules made thereunder in respect of licensing relating to atomic mincrals fisted in Part B of
the First Schedule to the Act.

CHAPTER 1I: RIGHTS OF EXISTING HOLDERS OF MINERAL CONCESSIONS

Rights of the holder of a reconnaissance permit.—(1) The holder of a reconnuissance permit which was
granted prior to January 12. 2015 may. upon fulfilment of the conditions specified in sub-clause (1) 1o sub-

{7} In case of applications received under sub-rule (1) which have not complied with the conditions specitied in
sub-clausc (1) to sub-clause (iv) of clause (b) of sub-section (2) of Section 10A. the State Government may . after
giving the applicant an opportunity of being heard and for reasons to be recorded in writing. communicate to the
applicant. its refusal to grant the prospecting licence.

(b) the licencee may. with the written permission of the State Government. carry away quantitics of minerals
in excess of the limits specified in Schedule VIEL. on payvment of royalty specitied in the Second Schedule
to the Act. for chemical, metallurgical. ore-dressing and other test purposes:

(c) If the ticencee holding a prospeciing licence or a composite licence, is convicted of illegal mining and
there are no interim orders of any court of law suspending the operation of the order of such conviction in

The licencee shall also restore the surface of the
land and all buildings therecon which may have been damaged or destroved in the course ofits prospecting
operations. provided that it shall not be required to restore the surface of the land or any building in respect
ot which full and proper compensation has already been paid by it

(ky  ftailure on the part of the licencee to fulfil any of the wrms and conditions hereunder or under the
prospecting licence shall not give the Central Government or State Government any claim against the
licencee or be deemed a breach of the licence. in so far as such failure is considered by the refevan
Government to arise from force majeure. In the event of any delay by the licencee to fultill any ot the
terms and conditions hereunder or under the prospecting licence on account of a foree majeure event. the
period of such delay shall be added to the period fixed by these rules or the prospecting licence.

In this clause the expression “force majeure™ means act of God. war, insurrection. riot. ¢ivil commotion.
strike. carth quake, tide. storm. tidal wave. flood. lightning. explosion. tire. carthquake and any other
happening which the licencee could not reasonably prevent or control: and

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Provided that no such order shall be made without giving the licencee a reasonahle opportunity of
representing his case.

{6) The minimum area for grant of a prospecting licence or composite licence shall not be fess than the minimum
area for which a mining lease may be granted in accordance with the sub-rule (3) of rule 12 and the maximum
area shall be in accordance with Section 6 as applicable o a prospecting licence.

Terms and conditions of a mining lease..— (1) Every mining lcase shall be suhject to the following conditions:

{a)  inaddition to the payments to be made by the lessee under Chapter X1 ol these rules. the lessee shall
pay for every year. except the first year of the lease. such vearly dead rent at the rates specitied in the
Third Schedule of the Act and if the lease permits the working of more than once minceral in the same arca.

{c) the fessee shall commence mining operations within two vears from the date of exceution of the lease
deed and shall thereafter conduct such operations in a proper. skillful and workman-like manner.

Explanation: For the purpose of this clause. mining operations shall include the erection of machiners .
laving of a tramway or construction of a road or any other operation undertaken for the purpose of
winning of minerals;

(d)  the lessee shall not carry on or allow to be carried on. any mining operations at any point within o
distance of fifty meters from any railway line. except under and in accordance with the previous swritten
permission of the railway administration concerned or under or beneath any ropeway or ropeway trestle

nationality of persons employed therein, and complete plans of the mine. and shall allow any officer authorised by
the Central Government or the State Government in this behalf o examine at any time any accounts. plans and
records maintained by him and shall {urnish the Central or the State Government with such information and returns
as it or any officer authorised by it in this behalf may require:

the lessee shall keep accurate records of all trenches. pits and drillings made by the lessee in the course of mining
operations carried on by the lessee under the lease and shall allow any ofticer authorised by the Central or the State
Government to inspect the same. Such records shall contain the following particulars. namely:

details of any mineral encountered: and

such other particulars as the Central or the State Government may {rom time to time require:

(hy  the lessee shall allow any officer authorised by the Central or the State Government to enter upon any
building, excavation or land comprised in the lease for the purpose ol inspecting the same:

(i) the State Government shall at all times have the right of pre-emption ol the minerals won Irom the fand in
respect of which the lease has been granted:

Provided that the average sale price as published by IBM prevailing at the time of pre-cmption shall
be paid to the lessee for all such minerals:

the lessee shall store and maintain accounts properly within the lease arca of the unutilized or non-
saleable subgrade ores or minerals for future benelficiation:

in respect of any mineral which in relation to its usc for certain purposes is notified as a mineral other
than a minor mineral and in relation to its use tor other purposes as a minor mineral. the lessee who holds
a lease for extraction of such minerals under these rules whether or not it 1s specified as a mineral other
than minor mineral in the fease deed. shall not use or sell the mineral or deal with it in whatsoever
manner or knowingly allow anvone to use or sell the mineral or deal with it in whatsoeyer manner as o
minor mineral:

Provided that if on an application made to the State Government in this behall by the lessee. the
State Government. in consultation with Indian Burcau of Mines. is satisfied that having regard to the
inferior quality of such mineral, it cannot be used for any of the purposes by reason of which use it can be
called a mineral other than minor mineral or that there is no market for such mineral as a mineral other
than minor mineral, the State Government may by order permit the lessee to dispose of the mineral in
such quantity and in such manner as may be specitied therein as a minor mincral:

converted products. The lessee shall at the close of cach day cause the total weights, ascertained by such
means of the said minerals. ores products raised. sold. exported and converted during the previous twents
four hours. to be entered in the books of accounts maintained by the lessee.

Provided that in case of a mining lease granted through auction. the State Government shall specify such

conditions in the tender document for auction for grant of mining lease.

{4) The State Government may. either with the previous approval of the Central Government or at the instance

of the Central Government. impose such further conditions as may be necessary in the interests off mineral

development.

{5) The minimum area for grant of mining lease shall not be less than five hectares.

Government at the expense of the lessee for the survey and demarcation of the arca granted under the fease and

survey of area leased shall be conducted by total station and difterential global positioning system.

{7) Subject to the conditions mentioned in this rule. the lessee shall. with respect to the fand leased o him. have

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Government shall give notice in writing to the lessce requiring him to show cause within such time as may be
specified in the notice why the lease should not be terminated and his performance sceurity forfeited: and it the
lessee fails to show cause within the aforesaid time to the satisfaction of the State Government. the State
Government may terminate the lease and forfeit the whole or part of the performance sceurity.

(9 It the lessee holding a mining leasc. is convicted of ilicgal mining and there are no interim orders ol uny court
of law suspending the operation of the order of such conviction in appeals pending against such conviction in an
court of law, the State Government may. without prejudice to any other proceedings that may be taken under the
Act or the rules made thereunder. after giving such fessee an opportunity of being heard and for reasons w be
recorded in writing and communicated to the lessee, terminate such mining lease and Torfeit whole or part of the
performance security.

(3). and {4). the State Government shall give notice 1o the lessee requiring him o pay the
rovalty or dead rent or remedy the breach, as the case may be. within sixty days from the date of the receipt ot the
notice and if the royalty or dead rent is not paid or the breach is not remedied within the said period. the Stae
Government may. without prejudice to any other proceedings that may be taken against him. terminate the ease
and forfeit the whole or part of the performance security.

CHAPTER V: PREPARATION OF THE MINING PLAN AND SYSTEM OF CERTIFICATION

Mining Plan..— (1) No mining operations shall be undertaken except in accordance with a mining plan. which:

(a) has been approved by any officer of the Indian Burcau of Mines duly authorised in writing by the
Controller General, Indian Burcau of Mines. pursuant to clause (b} of sub-scction (2) of Section 3 and in
accordance with rules 15. 16 and 17 of these rules: or

(b) is in accordance with the system established by the State Government for preparation. certification and
monitoring of the mining plan pursuant to the proviso to clause (b of sub-scction (2) of Section 3.

(2} The mining plan shall incorporate:-

(a) the plan of the lease hold arca showing the nature and extent of the mineral body. spot o~ spots where the
mining operations are proposed to be based on the prospecting data gathered by the applicant or any other
person:

(by  details of the geology and lithology of the arca including mineral resources and reserves of the arca

{c) details of proposed exploration programme:

{d)  the details of mode of mining operation indicating method of excavation. drilfing and blasting. handling
ol waste and mineral rejects. use of mineral and beneficiation of mincrals. site-services. employment-
potential;

(e} environment management plan indicating bascline information. impact assessment and mitigation
measures:

3! a tentative scheme of mining and annual programme and plan for excavation from wear to vear {or
five years;

(g)  atentative estimate about accretion ol mine waste and its manner and mode of disposal and confinement:

(hy manner of mineral processing and mineral up-gradation. it any. including mode of wailing disposal:

(i a progressive mine closure plan as defined in rules made under Section [8: and

() any other matter which the Central Government or the Indian Burcau of Mines may require the applicant
to provide in the mining plan.

{3} The mining plan shall be made in accordance with a manual prepared by the Indian Burcau of Mines. in this

regard.

System to be established by the State Government for mining plan.- (1) The svstem (o be established by the

State Government for preparation. certification and monitoring of the mining plan pursuant to the provise o

clause (b) of sub-section (2) of Section 3. shall be submitted to the Central Government for secking its previous

approval.

(2) The State Government shall seek the previous approval of the Central Government for any modilication ol

the system approved by the Central Government under sub-rule (1},

(3) The Central Government shall dispose of. with or without modifications. the proposal received front the
State Government for approval of the system referred in sub-rule (1) or modification ol a system referred in sub-
rule (2} above within a period of six months from the date of reccipt of such a proposal:

Preparation of Mining Plan.- (1) Every mining plan under clause (b} of sub-scction (2) of Section 3 shall be

prepared by a person having the following qualifications and experience:

{a)  adegree in mining engineering or a post-graduate degree in geology granted by a university established
or incorporated by or under a Central Act. a Provincial Act or a State Act. including any institutions
recognised by the University Grants Commission under Scction 4 of the University Grants Commission
Act. 1956 (3 of 1956) or any cquivalent qualification granted by any university or institution outside
India and recognised by Government of India: and

{by  professional experience of five years of working in a supervisory capacity in the field of mining atler
obtaining the degree.

{2) Modifications to a mining plan shall be carried out by a person qualified o prepare a mining plan,

(3) It shall be the obligation of the lessee to ensure that the mining plan is prepared in accordance with the
manual prescribed by the Indian Bureau of Mines in this regard.

(4} Preparation and modification of a mining plan as referred to in clause (by of sub-rule (1) ol rule 13 of these
rules shall be done in accordance with the system approved by the Central Government under sub-rule (31 of
rule 14 of these rulcs.

Procedure for approval of the Mining Plan.- (1) The mining plan shall be submitted to the ofticer speciticd in

clause (a) of sub-rule (1) of rule 13.

specified by the Indian Bureau of Mines.

(2) Every mining plan submitted for approval under sub-rule (1) shall be accompanied by such tee as may b

{3) The Indian Bureau of Mines shall dispose of the application tor approval of the mining plan within a period
of ninety days from the date of receiving of such application:

Provided that the aforesaid period ot ninety days shall be applicable only if the mining plan is complewe
in all respects. and in case of any modifications subsequently suggested by the Indian Bureau ol Mines alter the
initial submission of the mining plan for approval. the said period shall be applicable from the date on which
such modifications are carried out and submitted afresh to the approving authority of Indian Burcau of Mines.

(4} The approving authority of the mining plan may. by an order in writing. at any time dircet modification of
the mining plan or impose such conditions in the mining plan as it may consider necessary .

{3) Any person aggrieved by any order made or direction issued in respect of mining plan by an olficer ol the
Indian Bureau of Mines competent to approve mining plans other than the Chiet Controlier of Mines. Indian
Bureau of Mines may within thirty days of the communication of such order or dircction. apply to the authorin
to whom the said ofticer is immediately subordinate. for the revision of the order or direction:

Provided that any such application may be entertained after the said period of thirty days it the
applicant satisfies the authority that he had sufficient cause for not making the application within time.

(61 On receipt of any application for revision under sub-rule (3). the authority shall give the aggricved person a
reasonable opportunity of being heard and may. within three months. confirm. modify ov set aside the order
made or direction issued.

(7) Any person aggrieved by an order made or direction issued by the Chiel Controller of Mines. Indian Burcan
ol Mines. concerning approval of mining plan may within thirty days of the communication of such order or
direction. apply to the Controller General. Indian Burcau of Minces for a revision of such order or direction and
his decision thereon shall be final:

Provided that any such application may be entertained afler the said period of thirty days. i the
applicant satisfies the Controlier General. Indian Bureau of Mines that he had sufficient cause for not making
the application in time.

(8) On receipt of an application under sub-rule (7). the Controller Generall Indian Burcau of Mines muy
confirm, modify or set aside the order or direction issued by the Chiet Controtler of Mines. Indian Burcau ol
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Mines within a period of ninety days from the date of receipt of such application.

Modification and review of the mining plan.- (1) The mining plan once approved shall be subject to review
and updatation at an interval of cvery five years starting from the date of exceution of the duly executed mining
lease deed.

{2) At least one hundred eighty days before the expiry of every five years period specilied in sub-rule (1. the
lessee shall submit a mining plan for mining operations for a period of five subsequent years prepared in
accordance with rule 15. which shall be disposed of in accordance with rule 16.

(3) A holder of a mining lease may seek modifications in the approved mining plan as are considered expedient.
keeping i view changes in the business environment. or for facilitating increase in production capacits. or in
the interest of safe and scientific mining. conservation of minerals. for the protection of environment: or ans
other reason to be specified in writing by the holder of a mining lease. Any moditication to a mining plan shall
be approved by the approving authority that approved the initial mining plan.

{4} In case of moditications to a mining plan. the provisions of rule 1o shall apply muraris mutandis.

(33 In case ol a system established by the State Government. the modification of mining plan shall be i
accordance with such system.

CHAPTER VI: EXPIRY OF A MINING LEASE

Auction post expiry of a mining lease.- On the expiry of the lease period. the mining lease shall be put up tor
auction as per the procedure specified in the Act and rules made thereunder.

Right of first refusal.- (1) The holder of a mining lease granted lor captive purpose shall have the vight of fiest

refusal at the time of auction held for such lease after the expiry of the lease period in the following manner;

(@) o be eligible to exercise the right of first refusal. the lessee shall comply with the conditions of the
mining lease. the Act and the rules made thercunder tll its expiry:

{b)  prior to publication of the notice mviting tender. the Staic Government shall give a notice to the lessee
requiring the lessee to specify his willingness or non-willingness 1o exercise the right of fivst refusal in
writing. within a period of thirty days of receipt of such notice:

{¢)  the notice inviting tender shall specify that the lessee holding the lease prior to expiry of the mining lease
has the right of first refusal and shall also specify his willingness or non-willingness specified pursuant to
sub-clause (b). if any:

{d)  upon conclusion of the second round of auction. the State Government shall issue a notice 10 the fessee
seeking written confirmation of his willingness to exercise the right of first refusal within a period of
seven days of conclusion of the second round of auction:

{¢)  the notice given under clause (d) shall be acknowledged by the lessee and who shall. within a period off
fifteen days of receipt of the notice issued under clause (d). exercise the right of first refusal in writing (o
the State Government. failing which it shall be construed that the lessee is not desirous of exercising the
right of first refusal and the preferred bidder shall be entitled 10 a mining fease in the manner prov ided in
the Mineral (Auction) Rules. 2015 and

() il the lessee exercises the right of first refusal in terms of clause (¢) and matches the highest final ofter
price. the lessee shall deemed to be the preferred bidder in place of the earlier preferred hidder declared
after the second round of auction and shall be entitled to the mining lease in the manner provided in the
Mineral (Auction) Rules. 2015.

CHAPTER VII: LAPSE, SURRENDER OR TERMINATION

Lapsing of the mining lease.- (1) Subject to the conditions of this rule where mining operations are not

commenced within a period of two years from the date of exccution of the mining lease. or is discontinued for a

continuous period of two years after commencement of such operations. the mining lease shall lapsc.

(2) The fapsing of a mining lease shall be recorded through an order issucd by the State Government and shall

also be communicated to the lessee.

(3) Where a lessee is unable to commence the mining operations within a period of two vears [rom the date of

execution of the mining lease or discontinuation of mining operations for reasons beyond his control. he may

submit an application to the State Government. explaining the reasons for the same. at least three months before
the expiry of such period of two years:

Provided where the lessee has failed to make the application within the time stipulated aboyc. the lease
shall fapse on expiry of the period of two years.
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{«) Application made under sub-rule (3} shall specify in detail:

{a) the reasons on account ol which it will not be possible for the lessee to undertake mining

operations or continue such operations:

{bY the manner in which such reasons are bevond the control of the lessee: and

{c) the steps that have been taken by the lessee to mitigate the impact of such reasons.
(5) BEvery application under sub-rule (3) shall be accompanied by a fee of rupees one lakh.
(6} The State Government shali. after examining the adequacy and genuineness ol the reasons for the non-
commencement of mining operations or discontinuance thereof. pass an order. within a period ol three months
from the date of receipt of the application made under sub-rule (3} or the date on which the mining fease would
have otherwise lapsed, whichever is earlier, either granting or rejecting such request:

Provided that such mining lcase shall lapse on failure 10 undertake mining operations or inabiliny

continue the same before the end of a period of six months from the date of the order of the State Government
communicating that the lease has not lapsed.
{7) The State Government may. on an application made by the holder of a mining lcase submitted within
period of six months from the date of its lapse and on being satisticd about the adequacy and genuineness ol the
reasons for non-commencement ol mining operations or discontinuance thereol was bevond the control of the
holder of the mining lease. revive the mining lease within a period ot three months from the date of receiving,
the application from such prospective or retrospective date as it thinks {it but not carlicr than the date of fapse ot
the mining lease:

Provided that ne mining lease shall be revived for more than twice during the entive period ol the
mining lease.

{8) Application made under sub-rule (7) for revival of the mining lease shall specify in detail:

{a) the reasons on account of which the lessee failed to undertake mining operations or continuc such

operations,

{by the manner in which such reasons are beyond the control of the fessee: and

(¢)  the steps that have been taken by the lessee to mitigate the impact of such reasons,

Provided that the State Government may seek such additional information. documents or clarifications
with respect to the application as it may require.
(9) Lvery application under sub-rule (7) shall be accompanied by a fee of rupees one lakh.
(10y The State Government shall have the right to enforce the performance sceurity ot the lessee o carry out
protective, reclamation and rehabilitation measures in the leased arca ol the mining lease which has fapsed.
(11} The lessee shall pay any expenditure over and above the performance sceurity incurred by the State
Government. towards protective. reclamation and rehabilitation measures in the leased arca of the mining lease
which has lapsed.
Surrender of the mining lease.- (1) The lessee may make an application for surrender of the entire arca of the
mining lease after giving a notice in writing of not less than twelve calendar months from the intended date of
surrender. Such application shall be accompanied by an approved tinal mine closure plan:

Provided that the lessec may make an application for surrender ol a part of the arca under mining lease
only in case the lessee has been unable to obtain forest clearance for such arca and in such cases. the minimum
arca of the mining lease shall stand adjusted accordingly.

(2) The State Government shall allow surrender of a mining lease under sub-rule (il the following conditions

are satisfied:

ta) the lessee has submitted documents to evidence implementation of the approved final mine closure plan:
and

{b) all dues with respect to the mining [ease have been settled.

(3) In case of surrender of the entire area of the mining lease. the performance security provided by the fessee

shall be forfeited.

{4) The lessee shall pay any expenditure over and above the performance security incurred by the State

Government, towards protective, reclamation and rchabilitation measures in the leased arca of the mining fease

which has been surrendered.

Termination.- in the cvent of termination of a mining fease under the provisions of sub-section (1) of Section
4A. or sub-rules (8). (9) and sub-rule (10) of rule 12. or sub-rule (11 of rule 23. rule 24 or sub-rule (27 of rule
61 of these rules. the State Government shall have the right to enforce the performance security of the fessee 1o
carry out protective, reclamation and rehabilitation measures in the arca.

{2) The lessee shall pay any expenditure over and above the performance sccurily incurred by the State
Government. towards protective. reclamation and rehabilitation measures in the fcased arca of the mining fease
which has been terminated.

CHAPTER VIII: TRANSFERS

Transfer of mining lease or prospecting licence-cum-mining lease granted through auction.- (1 Where a
prospecting licence-cum-mining lease or a mining lease has been granted through auction. the holder of such
concession (the transferor) may transfer such concession in the manner specified in this rule.

(2) The holder of @ mining lease or prospecting licence-cum-mining lease which has been granted only through
auction may transler his mining lease or prospecting licence-cum-mining lease. as the case may beo oo
person eligible to hold a mining lease or prospecting licence-cum-mining lease in accordance with the Act and
the rules made thereunder (the transferee) with the previous approval of the State Government.

(3} The transferor and the transferec shall. prior to the transfer. jointly submit an application o the State
Government in the format specified in Schedule IX. namely the “transfer application™. which shall wlso contain
details of the consideration payabie by the wransferee for the transfer. including the consideration in respoct of the
prospecting operations already undertaken and the reports and data generated during the operations.

{4) The State Government within a period of ninety days from the date of reeciving a transfer application made
under sub-rule (3) shall convey its decision 1o approve or reject such transter for reasons 1o be recorded in
writing:

Provided that if the State Government docs not convey its decision for such a transfer. within o period
of ninety days from the date of receiving such a transfer application. it shall be construed that the State
Government has no objection to such transfer:

Provided further that no such transfer of a mining lease or of @ prospecting licence-cum-mining lease
shall be made in contravention of any condition subject to which the mining lease or the prospecting Heence-
cum-mining leasc was granted.

{5} All transfers effected under this rule shall be subject o the condition that the transterce has accepted all the
conditions and liabilities under any law for the time being in force which the transteror was subject 1o in respect
of such a mining leasc or prospecting licence-cum-mining tease. as the cuse may be.

(6) On and from the transfer date, the transferee shall be liable towards the State Government and Cenral
Government with respect to any and all abilities with respect to the transterable concession.

{7) The transfcror and the transferce shall jointly submit a duly registered deed in the format specified in
Schedule X. or a format as near thereto as possible. namely the “transfer deed™. within a period of thirny davs
from the date of (i) receipt of a letter of approval from the State Government as specilied in sub-rule (412 or (if)
expiry of period after which it is construed that the State Government has no objection to such transicr pursuant
1o the first proviso to sub-rule (4), as the case may be.

(8) 1t'a duly registered transfer deed is not submitted to the State Government in pursuance to sub-rule (75 then
transfer application made under sub-rule (3) shall become ineligiblc.

{9 The date of commencement of the transfer deed shall be the date on which a duly executed transier deed is
registered.

(10) The State Government shall intimate the Indian Burcau of Mines in writing about any transter of a
transferable concession.

t11) The State Government may. by an order in writing terminate any mining lease or prospecting leence-cum-
mining lease. as the case may be, at any time if the lessee has. in the opinion of the State Government.
committed a breach of any of the provisions of this rule or has transterred such lease or any right. tte. or
interest therein otherwise in accordance with this rule:

Provided that no such order shall be made without giving the lessee a reasonable opportunity of stating
his case.

Termination of mineral concession not granted through auction which is in violation of transfer norms.-
Where the holder of a mincral concession which has been granted otherwise than through auction is found w
have.-
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(a) transferred the mineral concession. or any right. title or interest therein. including by way of
assignment. sublet or mortgage. or

{b) entered into or made any arrangement. contract or understanding whereby the mincral concession
holder will or may be directly or indirectly financed to a substantial extent by, or under which the
operations or undertakings of the holder ol the mincral concession will or may be substanualls
controlled by, or under which the mineral will or may be supplied. delivered or sold at substantiathy
fower than the fair market value thereof to. or under which the sale price or profit will or may bhe
shared with. or under which significantly higher amount(s) than the normal industry norms will or may
be paid for any operation(s) to. any person or body of persons other than the holder of the mineral
concession.

the State Government may. by order in writing. terminate such mineral concession:

Provided that no such order shall be made without giving the holder of mineral concession
reasonable opportunity of stating his case.

Provided further that the transter of the mineral concession taken place or the arrangement. contract or
understanding entered into with the previous consent in writing of the state government before 127 Januar,
2015 i.e. the coming into force of the Mines and Mincrals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Act.
2015 shall not be liable for any action under this rule.

Encumbrance and enforcement of security interest.- (1) A person holding a transterable concession as
provided in rule 23 shall be free to create any encumbrance over the transterable concession.

(2) In the event of enforcement of security interest with respect 1o such encumbrance. the mineral concession
shall be assigned only to such transferce who meets all the eligibility conditions which were required to be met
by the transferor for grant of the mineral concession and in the manner as specified under rule 23:

Provided that in such cases the creditors enforcing the sccurity interest may submit the transfor
application on behalf of the transleree.

(33 No encumbrance shall be created over a mineral concession other than a transferable concession.

CHAPTER IX: PROCEDURE FOR OBTAINING A PROSPECTING LICENCE OR MINING LEASE IN RESPECT

OF LAND IN WHICH THE MINERALS VEST IN A PERSON OTHER THAN THE GOVERNMENT

Applicability of this chapter.- The provisions of this chapter shall apply onlyv to the grant of prospecting
ticences and mining leases in respect of lands in which the minerals vest exclusively in a person other than the
Government.

Order of the State Government.- (1) Any person claiming to be the owner of a land and desiring w grant o
prospecting licence or mining lease. as the case may be. with respect to the said fand shall make an application
to the State Government for authorising grant ol a prospecting licence or mining lease. as the case may be,

(2) The application shall be accompanied by documentary evidence to confirm that mineral vights vest in the
applicant and the applicant is the owner of the land in respect of which the prospecting licence or mining lease.
as the case may be, is proposed to be granted.

(3) The State Government shall. upon satistying itselt of the bona fides of the applicant. pass an order. in
writing, within a period of ninety days from the date of receiving the application made under sub-rule (1.
rejecting the application or authorising the applicant to grant a prospecting licence or mining lease. as the case
may be. with respect to such land.

Conditions of prospecting licence.- Every prospecting licence granted pursuant to rule 27 shall be subject o
such conditions as may be agreed upon in writing between the grantor of the ficence and the licencee.
Conditions of mining lease.- Every mining lease granted pursuant to rufe 27 shall be subject to such conditions
as may be agreed upon in writing between the grantor of the lease and the lessee:

Provided that the lessce shall be obligated to:

(a) comply with the provisions of the rules made under Scction [8:

(by  comply with the provisions of Chapter V regarding preparation of a mining plan and syvstem of
certification;

(¢) operate the mine in accordance with the mining plan: and

(d)  provide the State Government with a security deposit of the value ol rupees five lakhs per hectare. as
seeurity for ensuring compliance with the mine closure plan.
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Submission of copy of licence or lease.- Every person obtaining a prospecting licence or a mining lease under
this Chapter IX shall. within three months of the grant of such ficence or lease. as the case may be. submit 1o the
State Government concerned. a certitied copy of the licence or lease in duplicate.

Communication of transfer or assignment.- Every transferee or assignee ol a prospecting licence or a mining
lease or of any right. title or interest therein shall. within one month of such transfer or assignment. inform the
State Government of the transfer or assignment and of the terms and conditions of such transter and assignment

Prohibition of working of mines.- If the State Government has rcason to believe that the grant or tanster ol a
prospecting licence or a mining lease or any right. title or interest in such licence or lease s in contravention of
any of the provisions of this Chapter [X. the State Government may. alter giving the partics an opportunity to
represent their views and with the approval of the Central Government. direet the partics concerned not o
undertake any prospecting or mining operations in the arca to which the licence or tease relates.

Returns and statements.- The holder of a prospecting licence or a mining lease shall furnish o the State
Government such returns and statements and within such period as may be specitied as per the rules made under
Section 18.
Penalty.- in the cvent that any prospeeting licence or mining lease is granted in contravention of the provisions
of this Chapter IX. the grantor of the licence or lease shall be liable to be penalized under the provisions of rule
54.

CHAPTER X: REVISION
Application for revision.- (1) Any person aggricved by:

fa)  any order made by the State Government or other authority in excreise of the powers conferred on it by
or under the Act or the rules made thereunder; or

{b) non-passing of any order by the State Government or other authority in exercise ol the powers conlerred
on it by or under the Act or the rules made thereunder. within the time prescribed therelor

may, within three months of (i) the date of communication of the order to him: or (ii) the date on which
the time period for passing such order expired. apply to the Central Government in the form specitied in
Schedule X1 for passing of an order. pursuant to Scction 30.

(2) The application should be accompanied by a bank draft for rupees ten thousand as application fee dravn on
a Scheduled bank in the name ol 'Pay and Accounts Officer. Ministry of Mines’ payable at New Dethi or by was
of a bank transfer to the designated bank account of the Ministry of Mines:

Provided that any such application may be entertained after the said period of three months it the
applicant satisfies the Central Government that he had sufficient cause Tor not making the application within
time.

(3) In every application under sub-rule (1) against the order of a State Government refusing to grant a minerad
concession. any person to whom a mineral concession was granted in respect of the samce arca or for o part
thereof. shali be impleaded as party.

{4y The applicant shall. along with the application under sub-rule ¢ 1). submit as many copies thereol us there are
parties impleaded under sub-rule (3).

{5) On receipt of the application and copies thercof. the Central Government shall send a copy of the application
to cach of the parties impleaded under sub-rule (3) specifving a date on or betore which he may make his
representations, it any. against the revision application;

Provided that in case where the revision application has been filed for the reason that no order hus been
passed by the State Government within the time prescribed therefor. the Central Government shall belore
passing an order give the State Government an opportunity of being heard or to represent in the matter.

Orders on revision application:- (1) On receipt of an application tor revision under rule 33, copics thercol
shall be sent to the State Government or other authority and to all the impleaded parties calling upon them o
make such comments as they may like to make within three months from the date of issue of the
communication. and the State Government or other authority and the impleaded parties. while furnishing
comments to the Central Government shall simultancously endorse a copy of the comments to the other parties.

(2) Comments received from any party under sub-rule (1) shall be sent to the other partics for making such
further comments as they may like to make within one month from the date of issuc ol the communication and
the parties making further comments shall send them to all the other partics.

(3) The revision application. the communications containing comments and counter-comments referred o
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in sub-rule (1) and (2) shall constitute the records of the case.

(4) After considering the records referred to in sub-rule (3). the Central Government may confirm. modify
or set aside the order or pass such other order in relation thereto as the Central Government may deem just and
proper.

{5) Notwithstanding anything contained in this rule. the Central Government may for sutiicient causc.
pending the final disposal of an application for revision. stay the execution of the order against which any
reviston application has been made.

() Gold. Silver. Tellurium, Selenium and Pyrite.

(g) Fluorite, Chalcocite. Selenium and minerals of Zinc. Lead and Silver.

(h) T'in and Tungsten minerals.
(1) [.imestone and Magnesite.
() [lmenite, Monazite. Zircon. Rutite. Leucoxene. Garnet and Sillimanite.

k) Sulphides of Copper and [ron.
(1 Magnetite and Apatite.
(m)  Magnesite and Chromite.

(n)  Celesite and Phosphatic Nodules.

CHAPTER XiI: MINERALS VALUATION

Sale Value.- Sale value is the gross amount payable by the purchaser as indicated in the sale invoice where the
sale transaction is on an arms’ length basis and the price is the sole consideration for the sale. oxcluding taxes. it
any.

Explanation  For the purpose of computing sale value no deduction from the gross amount witl be made in
respect of royalty, payments to the District Mineral Foundation and payments to the National Mineral
Exploration Trust.

Payment of royalty.-(1) In case processing of run-ol-mince is carried out within the leased arca. then rovalny
shall be chargeable on the processed mineral removed from the leased arca.

(2) In case run-of-mine is removed from the leased area 1o a processing plant which is located outside the leased
area. then royalty shall be chargeable on the unprocessed run-of-mine and not on the processed product.

(3) Wherever the Act specifies that the royalty in respect of any mincral is to be paid on an Id vedorem basis.
the royalty shall be calculated at the specified percentage of the average sale price of such mineral erade
concentrate. for the month of removal/consumption. as published by the Indian Burcau of Mines.,

(4) Wherever the Act specities that the royalty in respect ol any mineral is to be paid based on Fondon Metal
Exchange or London Bullion Market Association price. the royalty shall be calculated at the specitied
percentage of the average sale price of the metal for the month as published by the Indian Burcau o Mines. for
the metal contained in the ore removed or the total by-product metal actually produced. as the case may beo off
such mineral for the month.

(5) Wherever the Act specifies that the royalty of any mineral is to be paid on tonnage basis. the rovalty shall be
calculated as product of mineral removed or consumed [rom the lease arca and the specified rate of rovalty.
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Provisional Assessment and Adjustment.- (1) At the time of removal or consumption of mineral from the
mining lease area. the lessee shall calculate the amount of Royalty. pavment to the District Mineral Foundation.
pavment to the National Mineral Exploration Trust. based on the latest available average sale price of the said
mincral grade and pay the same to the Government as provisional payment for the same.

{2) Afier the publication of the Average Sale Price of the Minerals for the month by the Indian Burcau of Mines,
due adjustment of the actual amounts payable against the provisional payment may be made:

Provided that if for a particular mineral grade/concentrate. the average sale price for a State for o
particular month is not published by the Indian Burcau of Mines. the last available information published (or that
mineral grade/concentrate for that particular State by the Indian Burcau of Mines in the last six months previous to
the month for which assessment is done shall be used. failing which the latest information for All India for the
mineral grade/concentrate. shall be used.

Royalty chargeable on dry basis.- (1) In casc of metallic ores where the royalty is chargeable on the mctai
contained in such ore. the royalty shall be charged on dry basis on the prices published by Tondon Metat
Iixchange or London Bullion Market Association.

Computation of average sale price.- (1} The ex-mine price shall be used to compute average sale price of
mineral grade/ concentrate.

(2) The ex-mine price of mineral grade or concentrate shall be:

{a} where export has occurred. the frec-on-board (1.0.13) price of the mineral less the actual expenditure
incurred beyond the niining lease area towards transportation charges by road. foading and unlouding
charges. railway freight (if applicable). port handling charges/export duty. charges for sampling and
analysis. rent for the plot at the stocking yard. handling charges in port. charges for stevedoring and

trimming. any other incidental charges incurred outside the mining lease arca as notified by the Indiun

Bureau of Mines from time-to-time. divided by the total quantity exported.

(by where domestic sale has occurred. sale value of the minceral less the actual expenditure incurred
towards transportation. loading. unloading. rent tor the plot at the stocking vard. charges for sampling
and analysis and any other charges beyond mining lease area as notified by the Indian Burcau ol Mines
from time-to-time. divided by the total quantity sold.

(¢) where sale has occurred. between related parties and/or where the sale is not on arms™ fength basis. then
such sale shall not be recognized as a sale for the purpose of this rule and in such casc. sub-clause (&)
shall be applicable.

(d) where sale has not occurred. the average sale price published monthiy by the Indian Burcau ol Mines
for that mineral grade/concentrate for a particular State:

Provided that if for a particular mineral grade/concentrate. the information for a State for a
particular month is not published by the Indian Burcau of Mines. the last available information
published tor that mineral grade/concentrate for that particular State by the Indian Burcau of Mines in
the last six months previous to the reporting month shall be used. failing which the latest information
for All India for the mineral grade/concentrate. shall be used.

(3) The average sale price of any mincral grade/concentrate in respect of a month shall be the weighted average of
the ex-mine prices of the non-captive mines, computed in accordance with the above provisions. the weight being
the quantity dispatched from the mining lease area of mineral grade/concentrate relevant to cach ex-minge price.

Publication of average sale price.- The Indian Bureau of Mines shall publish the average sale price ol each

mineral grade/concentrate removed from the mining leases in a month in a Statc within 435 days from the due date

for filing the monthly returns as required under the Mineral Concession Development Rules. 1988,

Average sale price of metal.- The Indian Burcau of Mines shall publish cvery month. the average sale price of

the metal in Indian Rupees in the manner specified below.

(i) In respect of Aluminium. Copper. Lead. Nickel. Tin, and Zinc. the settfement price of London Metal
Exchange for the said metals available during all the days ol the month shall be multiplied by the reference
rate. for the day. of the Reserve Bank of India. for the curreney in which the price is obtained.

(i) Inrespect of Gold and Silver. the London Bullion Market Association auction price shall be tuken.

(iii)  Where the Reserve Bank of India reference rate is not available for any day on which the London Metal
l:xchange/London Bullion Market Association price is available. the Reserve Bank of India reference rate
for the immediately preceding day shall be used.
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{iv)  The simple average for the month of the daily prices of the metal worked out in Indian Rupees as speciiied
above shall be published by the Indian Burcau of Mines as the average sale price of the said metal for that
month.

Average sale price in respect of run-of- mine.- (1) Based on such geological studies as may be deemed to be
necessary and the data/information furnished in the Mining Plan by the lessce. the Indian Burcau of Minces shali
establish the average percentages of lumps and fines present in run-of-mine for a State. Such average pereentage
of lumps and {ines may be revised by Indian Burcau of Mines as and when found necessars

{2) The Indian Burcau of Mines shall publish the data sources and methodology used tor arriving at such average
percentages in respect of any mineral.

{3) Using the average percentage of lumps and fines and the average sale prices of lumps and fines ol that mineral
grade for the month, the Indian Bureau of Mines shall publish the average sale price ol all grades ot run-of-minc.
wherever required, for each State every month.

Power to issue directions by Controller General.- Controller General of Indian Burcau ol Mines may issue
necessary directions, as and when required. to give effect to the provisions of this chapter.

CHAPTER XIHE PAYMENTS

How the fees and deposit to be made:- Any amount payable under the Act or rules made thereunder exeept
that payable in respect of revision petition under sub-rule (2) of rule 35. shall be paid in such manner as the
State Government may specity in this behalt.

Payment of interest.- The State Government may. without prejudice to the provisions contained in the Act or
rules made thereunder. charge simple interest at the rate of 24% per annum on any rent. royvalty or fee other than
the fee payable under sub-rule (2) of rule 35 or other sum duc to that Government under the Act or rules made
thereunder or terms and conditions of any mineral concession from the sixtieth duy of the expiry ol the date
tixed by that Government for payment of such royalty. rent. fee or other sum and until payment of such royalhty.
rent. fee or other sum is made.

Payments under Section 9B and Section 9C.- In addition 1o the payments specitied herein. the holder o a
mining lease or a prospecting licence-cum-mining lease shall be required to pay monies 1o the District Mineral
Foundation and the National Mineral Exploration Trust in accordance with the provisions ol Section 9B and
Section 9C respectively. and the rules in relation thereto.
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Payments under Rule 13 of the Mineral (Auction) Rules, 2015.- In addition to the pavments specified herein.
the holder of a mining lease or a prospecting licence-cum-mining lease shall be required to pay the applicable
amount quoted under Rule 8 of the Mineral { Auction) Rules. 2015 to the State Government on a monthly basis.

CHAPTER XIV: COMPENSATION

Payment of compensation to owner of surface rights ete.- (1) The holder of a mincral concession shall be
liable to pay to the occupier of the surface of the fand over which he holds the concession. such annual
compensation as may be determined by an officer appointed by the State Government by notification in this
behalf in the manner provided in sub-rules (2) to (4).

(2) In the case of agricultural fand. the amount of annual compensation shall be worked out on the basis ol the
average annual net income from the cultivation of similar land for the previous three years.

{3) In the case of non-agricultural land. the amount of annual compensation shall be worked out on the basis of
average annual letting value of similar land for the previous three vears.,

(4} The annual compensation referred to in sub-rule (1) shall be payable on or before such date as may be
specified by the State Government in this behalf.

Assessment of compensation for damage.- (1) After the cessation of mining activitics as a consequence ol
expiry. lapsing, surrender or termination of a mineral concession. the State Government shall assess the damage.
if any. done 1o the land by the reconnaissance or prospecting or mining operations. as the case may be. and shall
determine the amount of compensation payable by the mineral concession holder. as the case may be. o the
occupicr of the surtace land.

{2} Lvery such assessment shall be made within a period of one vear from the date ol cessation of mining
aclivities as a conseguence of expiry, lapsing, surrender or termination of the mincral concession and shall be
carried out by an ofticer appointed by the State Government by notification in this behalf.

CHAPTER XV: PENALTY

Penalty.- Any contravention of any provision of these rules shall be punishable with imprisonment for a wrnm
which may extend to two years or with fine which may extend to rupeces five fakhs. or with both. and in the case
of a continuing contravention. with additional fine which may extend to rupees filty thousand tor every day

during which such contravention continues after conviction for the first such contravention.

CHAPTER XVI: REPEAL AND SAVING
Repeal and saving.- (1) On the commencement of these rules. the Mineral Concession Rules. 1960 shall cease
to be in force with respect to all minerals for which the Minerals (Other than Atomic and Hydrocarbons Tinergs
Minerals) Concession Rules. 2013 are applicable. except as regards things. done or omitted to be done belore
such commencement.
(2) On the commencement of these rules. with respect to the mincerals to which these rules apphy. any reterence
to the Mincral Concession Rules. 1964) in the rules made under the Act or any other document shall be deemed
to be replaced with Minerals (Other than Atomic and Hydrocarbons Energy Minerals) Concession Rules, 2015,
to the extent it is not repugnant to the context thercof.

CHAPTER XVH: MISCELLANEOUS

Amalgamation of leases.- The State Government may. in the interest of mineral development and with reasons
10 be recorded in writing. permit amaigamation of two or more adjoining feases held by a lessee:

Provided that the period of amalgamated leases shall be co-terminus with the lease whose period will
expire first.
Extent of area granted under a mineral concession.- l:xtent ol arca granted under a mineral concession shall
also include non-mineralised area required for all the activitics falling under the detinition of “mine’ as defined in
clause (j) of sub-section (1) of Section 2 of the Mines Act. 1952 (35 of 1932).
Power to rectify apparent mistakes.- Any clerical or arithmetical mistake in any order passed hy the
Government or any other authority or officer under these rules and any error arising therein due to accidental
slip or omission, may. within two years from the date of the order. be corrected by the Government. authority or
officer. as the case may be:

Provided that no rectification order prejudicial to any person shall be passed unless such person has
been given a reasonable opportunity of being heard.
Copies of licences and leases and annual returns to be supplied to Government.- (1} A copy ol every
mineral concession granted or renewed under the Act and rules made thercunder shall be supplicd by cach S
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Government within two months of such grant or renewal to the Controller General. Indian Burcau of Mines and
the Director General. Directorate General of Mines Safety.

(2) A consolidated annual return of all mineral concessions granted or renewed under the Act and rules
made thereunder shall be supplied by each State Government to the Controller General. Indian Burcau of Mines
in such form as may be specified by him. not later than the 30 day of June folfowing the vear o which the
return relates. a copy of which shall also be supplied by the Stale Government (o the Director General,
Directorate General of Mines Safety at the same time.

Lessor te supply certain information to the lessee.- Where any arca has previously been held under a minerul
concession. the person who was granted such concession shall make available to the new concession holder the
original or certitied copices of all plans including abandoned workings in that arca.

Change of name, nationality. etc. to be intimated.- (1) An applicant for. or the holder of a mineral concession
shall intimate to the State Government within sixty days any change that may take place in his name. nationality
or other particulars furnished to the State Government.

(2) It the holder of a mincral concession fails without sufficient cause to furnish the information referred to in
sub-rule (1). the State Government may impose a {ine which may extend to five lakh rupees and in the case ol
continued contravention of the provisions of sub-rule (1) the State Government may terminate the mineral
concession:

Provided that no such order shall be made without giving the concession holder o reasonable
opportunity of stating his case.

Previous approval of the Central Government or relaxation from the Central Government to be obtaincd
through State Government.- Where-in any case. previous approval of the Central Government or relaxation
from the Central Government is required under the Act or rules made thercunder. the application for such
approval shall be made to the Central Government through the State Government.

Facilities for training of students.- (1) very owner, agent or manager of a mine shall permit rescarchers or
students of mining, geological and mineral processing institutions approved by the Central Government or State
Government to conduct research or acquire practical training of the mines and plants operated by them and
provide all necessary facilities required for the training ol such students.

{2) Applications for research or training from students of institutions teaching mining. geology or mineral
processing shall be forwarded to the owner. agent or manager of a mine through the Principal or Head ol the
Institution.

(3) Cases of refusal to provide facilitics for research or practical training by any owner. agent or manager of @
mine shall be referred to the Controller General. Indian Burcau of Mines for his decision within a period off
thirty days.

Geophysical data to be supplied to the Geological Survey of India and the Department of Atomic Energy.-
(1) A mincral concession holder shall furnish —

(a)  all geophysical data relating to prospecting or mining ficlds or engincering and ground water sunveys.
such as anomaly maps. sections. plans. structures. contour maps. logging cotlected by him during the
course ol reconnaissance or prospecting or mining operations. to the Director General. Geological Survey
of India. Calcutta and the Dircctor of Geology and Mining of the State (by whatever name called) in
which the reconnaissance or prospecting or mining operations are carried on.

{b)  all information pertaining to incidental investigations of atomic minerals discovered and stacked by him
during the course of reconnaissance or prospecting or mining operations to the Director. Atomic Minerals
Directorate for Exploration and Research. Hyderabad. and to the Director of Geology and Mining of the
State (by whatever name called). in which the reconnaissance or prospecting or mining operations are
carried on.

{(2) Data or information referred 1o in sub-rule (1) shall be furnished every yeuar reckoned from the date of

commencement of the period of the mineral concession.

Special provisions relating to atomic minerals.- (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in the rules. the

prospecting or mining operations shall be subject to following conditions:-

(a) il the holder of a minecral concession discovers any atomic mineral in the arca granted under
concession. not specified in the concession. discovery of such mineral shall be reported to the Director
Atomic Mincrals Directorate for Exploration and Research. Hyderabad within thirty days from the date
of discovery of such mineral:

Lease period for more than one mineral in an area.- Where more than one mineral is found in an arca
granted through auction. the period of lease for all mincrals shall be co-terminus with that for which the lease
was originally granted.

Issue of notification where prospecting operations are to be undertaken.- (1) Where a prospecting operation
is to be undertaken by the Geological Survey of India. the Indian Bureau of Mines. the Atomic Minerals
Division of the Department of Atomic Encrgy of the Central Government. the Dircctorate of Mining and
Geology of any State Government (by whatever name called). or the Mineral Exploration Corporation Limited.
a Government Company within the meaning of clause {(45) of Section 2 of the Companices Acte 2013 (18 of
2013). and any such entity that may be notified for this purpose by the Central Government. the State
Government shall issue a notification in the official Gazette giving details of the arca. and the period for which
prospecting operations are to be undertaken.

(2) The State Government shall not grant any mineral concession to any other person for an arca or a part
thereof in relation to which a notification has been issued under sub-rule (1).

(3) The State Government may revoke a notification issued under sub-rule (1), i the prospecting operations
have been completed before the expiry of the period stated in the notification.

Prospecting or mining operation by State Governments.- A Statc Government may. afier prior consulation
with the Central Government and in accordance with the rules made under Section 18 undertuke
reconnaissance, prospecting or mining operations of any minceral Jisted in Part C of the First Schedule to the At
in any area within that State which is not already held under any mineral concession:

Provided that in such a casc the State Government shall issue a notification in the Othcial Gazeue
giving details of the area and the period for which such operations are proposed to be undertaken:

Provided further that. if the State Government fails to undertake reconnaissance. prospecting or mining
operations within the period mentioned in the notification. the notification so issucd shall lapse at the expiry ot
the said period unless the period is extended by a fresh notification.

Boundaries below the surface.- The boundaries of the arca covered by a mining lease shall run vertically
downwards below the surface towards the centre of the carth.

Pending Applications.- An application pending at the commencement of these rules. which is not inconsistent
with the Act and rules made thereunder shall be disposed of in accordance with the provisions of these rutes.
